Invest in Madhya Pradesh, become partners of development: Shri Vijayavargiya

Industries Ministry Shri Vijayavargiya appealed the industrialists of South India to invest

in Madhya Pradesh and told them to come forward to take advantage of the specialities of the state.

Addressing as chief guest of the Industry Interactive Session in Bangaluru on Tuesday he asked

them to invest in the fields of growing vegetables, agriculture, fruits, and food processing and earn

profit and become partners in development of the country.

Inviting the industrialists to attend the Global Investors Summit-II in Khajuraho on October

22 & 23 he said that for Madhya Pradesh, anyone who comes from any part of the country is not

an outsider. Pointing out the unlimited chances and opportunities for investment in Madhya

Pradesh, he said that six years ago the state was not projected like this. At present the government

is determined to encourage investment and create employment opportunities through economic and

industrial utilization of the state. Referring to the investment to the tune of more than 7000 crore,

Shri Vijayavargiya said that this much investment was not done in the state during the 47 years

since its foundation till the year 2003.

The industries minister said that under the able leadership of the Chief Minister Shri

Shivraj Singh Chouhan, industry-friendly administration, peaceful atmosphere, better

infrastructure development and availability in plenty of infrastructure for investment, the state is

moving ahead to get a place in the category of developed states.

Shri Vijayavargiya said that by March next year international airport will start from Indore

and Bhopal. With this international flight will start from Madhya Pradesh. On the demand of direct

flight from Bangaluru to Indore and Bhopal he said that for this purpose the Madhya Pradesh

government and the Karnataka Government will jointly work for the same.

The Industries Minister said that at the Interactive Session the senior officers of the state

government has explained about the possibilities in different fields through video presentation. "I
